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He who dwells in the secret place of the Most High Shall abide under the 

shadow of the Almighty. I will say of the Lord, “He is my refuge and my 

fortress; My God, in Him I will trust.” With long life I will satisfy him and 

show him My salvation.” (Psalms 91:1, 2, 16 NKJV) 

 

Most High-Elyon, Almighty-El Shaddai, Lord-Jehovah, God-Elohim, 

Salvation.  Five names which 5 means Grace. 

 

Now when Jesus had crossed over again by boat to the other side, a great 

multitude gathered to Him; and He was by the sea. And behold, one of the 

rulers of the synagogue came, Jairus by name. And when he saw Him, he 

fell at His feet and begged Him earnestly, saying, “My little daughter lies at 

the point of death. Come and lay Your hands on her, that she may be healed, 

and she will live.” (Mark 5:21-23 NKJV) 

 

The Book of Mark is in chronological order.  Matthew, Mark and John are 

synoptic gospels.  The daughter was 12 years old. Numbers have meaning, 

like 12 means government and administration; 12 Apostles and 12 Tribes.  

Moses Tabernacle is in dimensions of 5, which means Grace. 

 

For he had an only daughter about twelve years of age, and she was dying. 

But as He went, the multitudes thronged Him. (Luke 8:42 NKJV) 

 

Now a certain woman had a flow of blood for twelve years. (Mark 5:25 

NKJV) 

 

The young girl is as old as the woman suffering. 

 

And had suffered many things from many physicians. She had spent all that 

she had and was no better, but rather grew worse.  (Mark 5:26 NKJV) 

 

Judaism couldn't heal this woman. Physicians are Leviticus Physicians. They 

would say things like lay this way for 7 days and don't turn over and you 

will be healed. She had suffered many things from many Physicians.   

 



 

When she heard about Jesus, she came behind Him in the crowd and touched 

His garment. (Mark 5:27 NKJV) 

 

She heard about Jesus (she heard concerning Jesus). 

 

And when the men of that place recognized Him, they sent out into all that 

surrounding region, brought to Him all who were sick, and begged Him that 

they might only touch the hem of His garment. And as many as touched it 

were made perfectly well. (Matthew 14:35, 36 NKJV) 

 

Whatever she heard caused her to receive. This happened in Capernaum. 

 

‘If a woman has a discharge, and the discharge from her body is blood, she 

shall be set apart seven days; and whoever touches her shall be unclean until 

evening. ‘If a woman has a discharge of blood for many days, other than at 

the time of her customary impurity, or if it runs beyond her usual time of 

impurity, all the days of her unclean discharge shall be as the days of her 

customary impurity. She shall be unclean. (Leviticus 15:19, 25 NKJV) 

 

This is not what she heard. 

 

When she heard about Jesus, she came behind Him in the crowd and touched 

His garment. (Mark 5:27 NKJV) 

 

She heard that despite her being unclean and sin in her life, she could be 

healed. The only one's that can't receive is the Pharisees that believe you 

must do certain things to receive. 

 

If you seek to be justified and declared righteous and to be given a right 

standing with God through the Law, you are brought to nothing and so 

separated (severed) from Christ. You have fallen away from grace (from 

God’s gracious favor and unmerited blessing). (Galatians 5:4 AMP) 

 

You who attempt to be justified by the Law, you have fallen from Grace.   

Everyone healed in the four Gospels was healed by Grace even though you 

have sin in your life, you can receive. 

 

Keeping mercy for thousands, forgiving iniquity and transgression and sin, 

by no means clearing the guilty, visiting the iniquity of the fathers upon the 



children and the children’s children to the third and the fourth generation.” 

(Exodus 34:7 NKJV) 

 

Visiting means "to come to punish." 

 

Then He adds, “Their sins and their lawless deeds I will remember no 

more.” (Hebrews 10:17 NKJV) 

 

In those days they shall say no more: ‘The fathers have eaten sour grapes, 

And the children’s teeth are set on edge.’ But everyone shall die for his own 

iniquity; every man who eats the sour grapes, his teeth shall be set on edge. 

(Jeremiah 31:29, 30 NKJV) 

 

Sour grapes are ancestry curse that come to your children. 

 

Now a vessel full of sour wine was sitting there; and they filled a sponge 

with sour wine, put it on hyssop, and put it to His mouth. (John 19:29 

NKJV) 

 

To redeem us from the curse. 

 

His body shall not remain overnight on the tree, but you shall surely bury 

him that day, so that you do not defile the land which the Lord your God is 

giving you as an inheritance; for he who is hanged is accursed of God. 

(Deuteronomy 21:23 NKJV) 

 

Christ has redeemed us from the curse of the law, having become a curse for 

us (for it is written, “Cursed is everyone who hangs on a tree”) (Galatians 

3:13 NKJV) 

 

For she said, “If only I may touch His clothes, I shall be made well.” 

Immediately the fountain of her blood was dried up, and she felt in her body 

that she was healed of the affliction. And Jesus, immediately knowing in 

Himself that power had gone out of Him, turned around in the crowd and 

said, “Who touched My clothes?” But His disciples said to Him, “You see 

the multitude thronging You, and You say, ‘Who touched Me?” (Mark 

5:28-31 NKJV) 

 

Everybody was touched, but they didn't receive.  She activated His healing. 

She received her healing. 



 

And He looked around to see her who had done this thing. But the woman, 

fearing and trembling, knowing what had happened to her, came, and fell 

down before Him and told Him the whole truth. And He said to her, 

“Daughter, your faith has made you well. Go in peace and be healed of your 

affliction.” (Mark 5:32-34 NKJV) 

 

Daughter, your faith has made you well. The multitude touched Him, and 

nothing happened. 

 

“Speak to the children of Israel: Tell them to make tassels on the corners of 

their garments throughout their generations, and to put a blue thread in the 

tassels of the corners.” (Numbers 15:38 NKJV) 

 

Blue represents Grace. Tallit is what all Jewish males must wear. 

 

And you shall have the tassel, that you may look upon it and remember all 

the commandments of the Lord and do them, and that you may not follow 

the harlotry to which your own heart and your own eyes are inclined. 

(Numbers 15:39 NKJV) 

 

All the commandments in Hebrew Aleph and Tav. Yeshua signature. 

 

He wouldn't be speaking Greek; He would have been speaking Aramaic 

which would say Aleph and Tav. 

 

The border of the garment is wings.   

 

But to you who fear My name The Sun of Righteousness shall arise With 

healing in His wings; And you shall go out And grow fat like stall-fed 

calves. (Malachi 4:2 NKJV) 

 

If He is the Messiah, I just need to touch His wings.  Tallit with blue threads.  

 

So when Jesus had received the sour wine, He said, “It is finished!” And 

bowing His head, He gave up His spirit. (John 19:30 NKJV) 

 

Finished is Kalol is Aramaic is the root Word for blue in Tallit which means 

“finished your sins are forgiven, you are healed.” 

 



Faith is not made void by sin. 

 

For if those who are of the law are heirs, faith is made void and the promise 

made of no effect. (Romans 4:14 NKJV)
