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” Who Himself bore our sins in His own body on the tree, that we, having died 
to sins, might live for righteousness—by whose stripes you were healed. “

Healed is the Greek “iathete” mean ye were healed. A word always in the New 
Testament refers to physical healing. Why is the Aorist tense used here, by 
whose bruise ye were healed.  
 
” For when we were still without strength, in due time Christ died for the 
ungodly. “ Romans 5:6 NKJV 
 
Died is apethanen means “I die, brings out the great truth that Christ died once 
for all to save sinners.” 
 
” For I delivered to you first of all that which I also received: that Christ died 
for our sins according to the Scriptures, “ I Corinthians 15:3 NKJV 
 
Died is apethanen means “I die and brings out the thought of something fully 
completed in the past.” 
 
”And they sang a new song, saying: “You are worthy to take the scroll, And to 
open its seals; For You were slain, And have redeemed us to God by Your 
blood Out of every tribe and tongue and people and nation,“   Revelation 5:9 
NKJV 
 
For thou were slain meaning “I slay and hast redeemed us to God by the 
blood.” 
 
The use of the Aorist tense in 5:9 Romans 5:6, First Corinthians 15:3, 
Revelation5:9, and elsewhere where Christ’s redemptive work is spoken of 
proves that He has now made it possible for every sinner to be saved who will 
meet the conditions. And the use of Aorist tense in 1 Peter 2:24 proves that 
by His redemptive work He has, in the very same way, made it possible for 



every sick person to be healed who will meet the conditions for praying the 
prayer of faith. 
 
” And whatever things you ask in prayer, believing, you will receive.” “ 

NKJV 22:21 Matthew  
 
” Jesus said to him, “If you can believe, all things are possible to him who 
believes.” Mark 9:23 NKJV 
 
” Therefore, I say to you, whatever things you ask when you pray, believe that 
you receive them, and you will have them. “Mark 11:24 NKJV 
 
” If you abide in Me, and My words abide in you, you will ask what you desire, 
and it shall be done for you. “John 15:7 NKJV 
 
” When evening had come, they brought to Him many who were demon-
possessed. And He cast out the spirits with a word, and healed all who were 
sick, that it might be fulfilled which was spoken by Isaiah the prophet, saying: 
“He Himself took our infirmities And bore our sicknesses.” Matthew 8:16-17 
NKJV 
 
” Then Jesus went about all the cities and villages, teaching in their 
synagogues, preaching the gospel of the kingdom, and healing every sickness 
and every disease among the people. “Matthew 9:35 NKJV 
 
” For I will not dare to speak of any of those things which Christ has not 
accomplished through me, in word and deed, to make the Gentiles obedient— 
in mighty signs and wonders, by the power of the Spirit of God, so that from 
Jerusalem and round about to Illyricum I have fully preached the gospel of 
Christ. “Romans 15:18-19 NKJV 
 
” Now to Him who is able to do exceedingly abundantly above all that we ask 
or think, according to the power that works in us, “Ephesians 3:20 NKJV 
 
” So, he answered and said to me: “This is the word of the Lord to Zerubbabel: 
‘Not by might nor by power, but by My Spirit,’ Says the Lord of hosts.
