 ”But if ye will not drive out the inhabitants of the land from before you; then 
it shall come to pass, that those which ye let remain of them shall be pricks in 
your eyes, and thorns in your sides, and shall vex you in the land wherein 
ye dwell.” Numbers 33:55 KJV 
 
”Know for a certainty that the LORD your God will no more drive out any of 
these nations from before you; but they shall be snares and traps unto you, 
and scourges in your sides, and thorns in your eyes, until ye perish from 
off this good land which the LORD your God hath given you.” Joshua 23:13

shall be as thorns in your sides, and their gods shall be a snare unto you.”

What are thorns? People 
 
“Brethren, I beseech you, be as I am; for I am as ye are: ye have not injured me 
at all. Ye know how through infirmity of the flesh I preached the gospel unto 
you at the first. And my temptation which was in my flesh ye despised not, nor 
rejected; but received me as an angel of God, even as Christ Jesus.” Galatians 
4:12-14 KJV 
 
”But by the grace of God I am what I am: and his grace which was bestowed 
upon me was not in vain; but I laboured more abundantly than they all: yet 
not I, but the grace of God which was with me.” 1 Corinthians 15:10 KJV 
 
”Therefore I take pleasure in infirmities, in reproaches, in necessities, in 
persecutions, in distresses for Christ's sake: for when I am weak, then am I 
strong.” 2 Corinthians 12:10 KJV 
 



”Are they ministers of Christ? (I speak as a fool) I am more; in labours more 
abundant, in stripes above measure, in prisons more frequent, in deaths oft. Of 
the Jews five times received I forty stripes save one. Thrice was I beaten with 
rods, once was I stoned, thrice I suffered shipwreck, a night and a day I have 
been in the deep; in journeyings often, in perils of waters, in perils of robbers, 
in perils by mine own countrymen, in perils by the heathen, in perils in the 
city, in perils in the wilderness, in perils in the sea, in perils among false 
brethren; in weariness and painfulness, in watchings often, in hunger and 
thirst, in fastings often, in cold and nakedness. Beside those things that are 
without, that which cometh upon me daily, the care of all the churches. Who is 
weak, and I am not weak? who is offended, and I burn not? If I must needs 
glory, I will glory of the things which concern mine infirmities. The God and 
Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, which is blessed for evermore, knoweth that I 
lie not.” 2 Corinthians 11:23-31 KJV 
 
Take glory in my infirmities. Infirmities in Vine means “want for strength, 
weakness, indicating inability to produce results”. 
 
”So that from his body were brought unto the sick handkerchiefs or aprons, 
and the diseases departed from them, and the evil spirits went out of them.” 

KJV 12:19 Acts  
 
”Then answered Jesus and said unto them, Verily, verily, I say unto you, The 
Son can do nothing of himself, but what he seeth the Father do: for what 
things soever he doeth, these also doeth the Son likewise.” John 5:19 KJV 
 
Jesus is God’s will in action. 
 
”And Jesus went about all the cities and villages, teaching in their synagogues, 
and preaching the gospel of the kingdom, and healing every sickness and 
every disease among the people.” Matthew 9:35 KJV 
 
”And when he had called unto him his twelve disciples, he gave them power 
against unclean spirits, to cast them out, and to heal all manner of sickness 
and all manner of disease.” Matthew 10:1 KJV
