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I will set up shepherds over them who will feed them; and they shall fear no 
more, nor be dismayed, nor shall they be lacking,” says the Lord. (Jeremiah 
23:4 NKJV) 
 
This is the Church. The Pastor is the Shepherd. We are supposed to feed them 
the Word of Truth. Three things will happen when sheep are being fed.  
(1) fear no more. (2) no more dismay or discouragement.  (3) no longer lack. 
 
“Behold, the days are coming,” says the Lord, “That I will raise to David a 
Branch of righteousness; A King shall reign and prosper, And execute 
judgment and righteousness in the earth. In His days Judah will be saved, And 
Israel will dwell safely; Now this is His name by which He will be called: THE 
Lord OUR RIGHTEOUSNESS. (Jeremiah 23:5, 6 NKJV) 
 
We will hear and be fed on The Lord our Righteousness. 
 
“Therefore, behold, the days are coming,” says the Lord, “that they shall no 
longer say, ‘As the Lord lives who brought up the children of Israel from the 
land of Egypt,’ but, ‘As the Lord lives who brought up and led the descendants 
of the house of Israel from the north country and from all the countries where 
I had driven them.’ And they shall dwell in their own land.” (Jeremiah 23:7, 8 
NKJV) 
 
The north country is Russia.  Righteousness is not right doing. It's right 
standing. Sin is not wrongdoing, it's wrong standing.  
 
For He made Him who knew no sin to be sin for us, that we might become the 
righteousness of God in Him. (II Corinthians 5:21 NKJV) 
 
But it is from Him that you have your life in Christ Jesus, Whom God made our 
Wisdom from God, [revealed to us a knowledge of the divine plan of salvation 
previously hidden, manifesting itself as] our Righteousness [thus making us 
upright and putting us in right standing with God], and our Consecration 



[making us pure and holy], and our Redemption [providing our ransom from 
eternal penalty for sin]. (1 Corinthians 1:30 AMPC) 
 
God has united you with Christ Jesus. For our benefit God made him to be 
wisdom itself. Christ made us right with God; he made us pure and holy, and 
he freed us from sin. (1 Corinthians 1:30 NLT) 
 
What shall we say then? That Gentiles, who did not pursue righteousness, 
have attained to righteousness, even the righteousness of faith; but Israel, 
pursuing the law of righteousness, has not attained to the law of 
righteousness. Why? Because they did not seek it by faith, but as it were, by 
the works of the law. For they stumbled at that stumbling stone. As it is 
written: “Behold, I lay in Zion a stumbling stone and rock of offense, And 
whoever believes on Him will not be put to shame.” (Romans 9:30-33 NKJV) 
 
Right believing will lead to right living.  Not one Pharisee got healed in four 
gospels.  But the ones that got healed were not the ones that lived right, but 
the ones that believed right. 
 
Verse 32, the stumbling stone is Jesus.  Jesus as our Righteousness is a 
stumbling stone to some. 
 
For with the heart one believes unto righteousness, and with the mouth 
confession is made unto salvation. For the Scripture says, “Whoever believes 
on Him will not be put to shame.” (Romans 10:10, 11 NKJV) 
 
Beloved, I pray that you may prosper in all things and be in health, just as your 
soul prospers. (III John 1:2 NKJV) 
 
But if the Spirit of Him who raised Jesus from the dead dwells in you, He who 
raised Christ from the dead will also give life to your mortal bodies through 
His Spirit who dwells in you. (Romans 8:11 NKJV) 
 
This scripture speaks of triune being two times.  Godhead was involved in the 
resurrection. The Godhead is involved in giving life to your mortal body.

Man appointed mortal Sorrow the blessed God shall come down teaching, His 
death will bring powerful rest. 
 
For in Him dwells all the fullness of the Godhead bodily; and you are complete 
in Him, who is the head of all principality and power. (Colossians 2:9, 10 
NKJV) 
 
And if Christ is in you, the body is dead because of sin, but the Spirit is life 
because of righteousness. (Romans 8:10 NKJV). 
 
God will give life to that dead body. 
 
The spirit of a man will sustain him in sickness, But who can bear a broken 
spirit? (Proverbs 18:14 NKJV) 
 
That it might be fulfilled which was spoken by Isaiah the prophet, saying: “ He
